The event will include store specials, antique sales, flea markets, garage sales, food vendors, bake sales, church
bazaars, and much more.

Jan Corrales, event coordinator, said this is a premise that has worked well in other parts of the country and has worked
great in Webster Parish for the past seven years.

All the towns included are very enthusiastic about this event that brings in
shoppers and vendors from surrounding areas to enjoy the fun of the special find of the day or the dollars made from
their sales, Corrales said.
